Abstract: Macroeconomic efficiency analysis of the investment is one of the definite economic area. The
efficiency in creation and development implementation does not imply only sufficient investment sum, but
also the efficiently of their use. The relation of the investment and a realized GDP or for example a capital
relation, fixed funds respectively, according to a realized inputs, we call them the capital coefficients.
They express the macroeconomic efficiency of the invested funds into a certain area or sector. The capital
coefficients can appear also as the constituents of the more composite developed models. Their use is
important for the efficiency valuation of the adopted decision by the central, regional and local
institucions, that conduct the policy and the measures of the sustainable and integral rural development.
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The capital coefficients of the rural area we can calculate as the territorial and sector ones, the
approximate and marginal ones, the usual and tehnological ones, and the coefficients to gross or not base.
Their circulation in a rural complex understand the certain specifications, the analysis of the important
subbefects in the investment process and the accumulation of the fixed funds respectively. This is
particulary related to thechanges of the country prices in the circulation, as a result of the long-standing
investments into the sustainable development and the rural areas.

Summary. Serbian position on the world market in raspberry production might be held only by obtaining
the level in quality and quantity of production.

DETERMINATION OF THE MILK COW BARN YIELD VALUE

Abstract. The study stresses the importance of milk cow barns for the successfull production of milk. The
possibility of determining the economic efficiency of investments in the purchase of cow barn was shown
by evaluating its yield value under the production conditions of the family farms included in the poll.
Based on the results obtained the yield value of milk cow barns using both combined and barn system
breeding was found to be greater than its purchase value, i.e. investments in the construction of barns were
found justifiable from the economic standpoint. In addition, greater yield value was recorded under the
conditions of combined breeding system in relation to the milk cow barn breeding system. The input-
output price relationship was found to effect yield value of milk cow barns as well.

THE DRY BEAN IN SOWING STRUCTURE
IN THE VOIVODINA PROVINCE

Summary. In this paper harvested areas under the dry bean in the period 1954-2003 has been analyzed.
An analysis covers the wole period, but also certain decades of analyzed period.

Dry bean has been cultivated on average area of about 8,000 ha. That is 0.5% of total province’s arable
area and about 10% of area under vegetable production.

The family farms, which cultivate dry bean on the average area of the about 7,550 ha have the dominate
role in the organization of the production. Their participation in the total area is 92% and thus these farms
give main feature of dry bean production in Voivodina Province.

Harvested areas under the drz bean in Voivodina are characterized by significant stability. That is on the
first place consequence of the high stability of the family farms’ area.

Taking into consideration agro technical characteristics of this crop and the fact that domestic supply does
not meet needs of domestics consumers can conclude that rate of growth of 1.48% which was established
in the last decade of analyzed period is not satisfactory.
