Summary This paper presents the analysis of occurrence of financial crises in the United States, its spread
to the real sector and other countries, as a result of the interconnection of economies in the globalization
process. "American dream" that every family has owned the house, which is supported by the favorable
state mortgage loans, has led to a rapid jump in prices and higher profits in real estate business. Inclusion
of subprimary mortgage market, which approved mortgage loans to low credit customers, increased the
number of those who can not settle mortgage obligations in time. On the one hand, by activating the
mortgage, in a short time there was found a large number of properties on offer, and on the other hand,
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due to reduced credit potential of banks due to delays in payments, property prices are falling
dramatically. Due to higher mortgage than the market value of property, the banks got into insolvency,
which is a mass phenomenon turned into a financial crisis.

The financial crisis in the U.S., which grew into a crisis of the real sector, time-delayed half a year,
transferred to the Serbian economy. The global financial crisis has just further encouraged and enabled to
quickly emerge to the surface of the structural abnormalities, occured well before and during the process
of transition in Serbian economy.

Abstract. Risk management is one of very important problems concerning investment analysis, because it
is impossible to predict future events with certainty at the moment when investment decision has been
made. It is especially typical for agricultural production which is significantly influenced by natural’s
factors. Such factors may cause various risks, thus it is necessary to pay special attention to investment
evaluation in risky circumstances. Probability estimation for some future events depends on quality of
available data, professional experience and applied methodology.

Having that in mind, the goal of this paper is to comprehend possible risks in vineyard production and
ways to deal with the risks. Moreover, objective of the paper is to analyze economic effectiveness of
investments (using adequate methodology) as well as to make choice between different vineyard planting
models in risky circumstances.

ECONOMIC POSITION OF AGRICULTURAL ENTERPRISES
IN VOJVODINA (2001-2009)

Abstract The paper analyses the main indicators of financial position of agricultural enterprises in
Vojvodina for the period 2001-2009. Due to the length of the observed period, considerable devaluation of
RSD (60.6%) and high inflation rate (125.7%), all the values are expressed in euros.

The growing level of business activities were not accompanied by corresponding financial effects.
Agricultural enterprises made losses in six out of nine years of the observed period, thus reducing own
assets for around 22.3%. Accumulated losses are the main cause of financial structure deterioration of the
enterprises. Net working capital was even negative in the majority of years, indicating serious problems
with liquidity. Debts were constantly increasing reaching the level of 58.1%, which is rather high for
agricultural enterprises. Certain signs of recovery in 2006 and 2007 were reversed again, partly affected
by the world economic crisis.

NEW SERBIAN LEGISLATION ON RECOGNITION
AND PROTECTION OF PLANT VARIETIES

Apstract. From the year 2009, in the Republic of Serbia the legislation on recognition and protection of
plant varieties has been largely harmonized with relevant international legislation, especially with the EU
legislation. Namely, two laws, the main international conventions in this field, as well as several by-laws
were adopted in the period. In this way, conditions, testing and treatment for the recognition of the variety,
entry in the register of varieties of agricultural plants, maintenance of the variety, and the establishment of
special commission for the recognition of varieties were regulated in accordance with the international
standards. Also, in the frame of protection of breeder's rights, the conditions, manner and procedure for
the protection of breeder’s rights of plant varieties, as well as registration in the appropriate registers, were
harmonized with relevant international legislation.
