Summary

Ownership and status of property, especially agricultural land in the
Republic of Serbia, is a question that often worries foreign investors. Therefore,
they find themselves in a dilemma whether it is possible to become owners of
agricultural land and under what conditions.

On
the other hand, many foreigners have become the legal owners of the land and
enjoy all ownership relations rights they are entitled to.

Thus, the aim of this analysis is
focused primarily on finding the causes that lead to this legal and factual situation,
and then pointing out the ways and means how to overcome this situation.
Overcoming the current situation would many benefits both to the Republic of
Serbia, as well as to investors wishing to invest in our country.

Abstract

The stability of market prices in the modem economy has gained primacy in
the hierarchy of economic policy objectives. Thus, inflation targeting becomes a
significant monetary policy instrument for a number of countries in the world.
National Bank of Serbia, from mid-2006 onwards, has been implementing the
monetary policy through the inflation targeting regime. Substantial geostrategic
changes in the world, accompanied by economic and political turmoil, have caused
abrupt increase in food and energy prices in recent years. Food prices in Serbia,
have also had a pronounced dynamics. This paper focuses on a comparative review
of trends in food prices globally and their impact on inflation, and provides a
comparative analysis of multi-year trends in inflation and food prices in Serbia.
The main objective of this paper is, in the context of indicated trends, to provide a
analytical assessment of the impact of food prices on the targeted inflation (as a
quality objective of central banks) in Serbia, as well as to define the instruments
that could control such an inflationary impact.

SUPPLY, DEMAND AND ELASTICITY OF FISH

Summary

We studied the factors that determine supply, demand and elasticity of
consumption of fish in the world, EU and Serbia. The annual fish supply in the
world is 145 million tons with a rate increase of 1.9%. World production per capita
is 21.3 kg and the consumption is 17.2 kg. Production in the EU amounts to 12
million tons of fish and participates in the world's production with 8.3%.
Consumption per capita has stagnated at 22 kg. Fish production in Serbia is 12.5
thousand tons and records an increase rate of 20%. Production per capita is 1.7 kg,
and the consumption is 5.7 kg. The income elasticity of consumption offish in the
EU is inelastic and is 0.423, and -0.311 in price. In Serbia, income elasticity offish
consumption is 0.549, and -0.402 in price. The elasticity of fish consumption
compared to the prices of pork and chicken meat is positive, low and shows that
these meat are substitutes. Regression parameters show that an increase in income
causes a greater demand for fish, and increase in prices of fish has influenced
decreased demand.

Summary

Viticulture and wine production are important industries in most of the coun-
tries who have signed CEFTA agreement. The countries of this region have
favorable environmental conditions for a high production of grapes and wine. The
subject and purpose of the research is to understand the trends of production, ex-
port and import in the countries of CEFTA region. Source of data is FAO database
(Food and Agriculture Organization - FAO), for the time period 2000-2009. Avera-
ge wine production in the given region is 610 million liters with a tendency of sli-
ght decrease at an average annual rate of 2.81%. Average wine export for countries
of this group is the 243.5 million liters, with a tendency of slight decrease at a rate
of 1.74%. Export price of wine is 0.9 dollars per liter, which indicates that lower-
quality categories of wine (table wine) are mainly being exported. The most impor-
tant exporter is Moldova with the participation of 63% of total exports from the re-
gion. Import of wine is 50 million liters with a trend of significant growth at an
average rate of 12.44% per year. The largest importer is the Republic of Serbia wi-
th a share of 46.7% of the region. Countries in the region are achieving a positive
trade balance of wine, averagely over 190 million liters. It is necessary to increase
the production of wine with changes in the structure with regard to quality.

Summary

Modern industrial production of food products is characterized by the use of
certain additives. The food science, by using the modern diagnostic methods,
significantly affects the new findings regarding the harmless or harmfully effect of
certain substances. The important trends in food industry production of food
products today is implementation of natural ingredients. It is possible to obtain
extracts (essential oil) with antioxidant characteristics. The paper points out the
importance of certain separation process for isolating natural ingredients from
drugs. The aim of this paper is to compare different extraction techniques such as
distillation with steam, hydro distillation, the application of classical organic
solvents and supercritical extraction (SCFE) in production of essential oil. To
obtain these goals, the following works will be carried out: investigate the chemical
composition of essential oil, investigate the effects of quality and yield, the
selection of the operating conditions depends on the specific compound or
compound family to be extracted. There are five crucial parameters that need to be
taken into account of essential oils including: extraction temperature, extraction
pressure, extraction time, CO, flow rate and particle size. The SCFE method offers
many important advantages over hydro distillation.

In mid-2009 the Republic of Serbia adopted the Law on plant protection
products (pesticides) and the Law on plant nutrition products (fertilizers), which
are in accordance with relevant international legislation, particularly with the
regulations and directives of the European Union. In this way, these laws created
the basis for establishing a modern system in the area, which will be finished after
the adoption of rules on specific technical issues. The new legal framework has
made changes regarding liberalization of foreign trade of plant protection products,
and plant nutrition products, as well as has introduced few registers. In the area of
pesticides were determined: the Register of Plant Protection Products, Register of
Distributors and Importers of Plant Protection Products, and Register of Providers
of the Services. Also, the Register of Plant Nutrition Products was determined. In
addition, the registration of pesticides and fertilizers was modified to be in
accordance with internationally recognized testing methods.

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THE JUDICIAL PROTECTION OF REGISTERED
INDICATION OF GEOGRAPHIC ORIGIN

Summary

The contemporary judicial protection of registered indication of geographic
origin in the Republic of Serbia is regulated allroundly. It means that authorised
user of registered indication of geographic origin may be protected in civil,
criminal and even special administrative court procedure. This arouses from our
country orientation to join to WTO and EU for which one of conditions is to
provide protection of intellectual property rights in accordance to mundane and
European standards. Upon the last several years in Serbia is adopted more legal
prescriptions by which the judicial protection of intellectual property rights is
regulated on a proper way. The judicial protection of registered indications of
geographic origin is a just a segment of mentioned regulatory process.

In this paper authors deal with judicial protection from unauthorised
commercial use of registered indication of geographic origin, which is noticeably
wider than civil court protection, pointing critically on some inopportune legal
solutions regarding criminal and administrative protection as well as on
unsustainable legal solutions on civil court procedure which differentiate from
general rales of civil law. As for civil law protection of registered indication of
geographic origin authors propose its amendment and improvement.

ECOLOGICAL AWARENESS OF INDIVIDUAL FARMERS

Summary

Scientific and technological development has spurred large-scale food
production, thus enabling a solution, although partial, to one of the biggest global
problems of modern civilization - food shortage. Nevertheless, it has been shown
that chemicalization and mechanization of agriculture lead to multiple negative
environmental impacts and that overuse of pesticides and artificial fertilizers is
detrimental to human health. Bearing in mind both local and global tendencies
towards necessary ecologization of agriculture in keeping with the generally
accepted development model - sustainable development - and acknowledging the
opinion that ecological awareness is the basis for avoidance of high-risk activities
and mitigation of existing environmental issues, the paper presents data obtained
through empirical research pertaining to certain aspects of ecological awareness in
individual farmers of the Jablanicki County. Based on these data, we concluded
that ecological awareness in this part of the population is partially developed.
